Roemer’s fescue (Festuca roemeri) 2

California fescue (Festuca californica) 3

* Spreads readily in optimal conditions       ** Delicate; requires added maintenance for continued survival

IMPORTANT THINGS TO NOTE:

•  When possible, ensure that your chosen plants weren’t exposed to Neonicotinoid insecticides, which are toxic to bees and other beneficial insects.

•  Preserve potential pollinator nest sites by leaving standing snags and trees in place. Maintain or plant shrubs with pithy or hollow stems, such as 
elderberry or raspberry, to support tunnel-nesting bees. Leave patches of bare ground without mulch or weed fabric to benefit ground nesting bees. 
Provide additional overwintering habitat in the form of leaf litter and other ground cover.

•  There is a range of moisture conditions preferred by species marked “moist.” For some species, such as camas, “moist” means wet in winter and dry 
in summer.  True wetland species are listed with the “wet” icon.
